1. TO RECEIVE APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were accepted from Cllr Backhouse, County Cllr Andrew Reid, Terry Bugg – Sudbourne Carpet Bowls, Jean Dean - Sandlings Art Group and Audrey Power - Sudbourne PCC.

2. TO APPROVE THE DRAFT MINUTES OF THE 2024 ANNUAL PARISH MEETING
A copy of the draft minutes had been circulated to all Councillors prior to the meeting. These were Unanimously Approved and signed by the chairman as a true record of the meeting.

3. REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR ANDREW REID
Apologies had been received from County Cllr Reid.  A written report had been submitted and was taken as read.  (Full copy of report attached to the minutes).

4. REPORT FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLOR TIM WILSON
District Cllr Wilson had submitted a written report and this had been circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting.  He gave details on the proposed new bin regime to be implemented and confirmed that an additional bin would be provided.  He reported on Unitary Council elections for Mayor the following May and new Unitary Council elections the May after, giving details of both.  Cllr Morris made enquiries regarding the glass banks and the income generated from these if glass was to be collected via household bin collections to which District Cllr Wilson provided clarification.  The Chairman thanked District Cllr Wilson for his report.

5. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
A verbal report was given by the Chairman, Cllr Natasha Hodge.  (Full copy of the report attached to the minutes).  Cllr Hodge reported that the last year had been taken up considerably with thinking about local energy projects to which she gave details.  She advised that 2 new councillors had been welcomed but that 1 had unfortunately moved out of the village so has now resigned.  She reported on the ongoing issue of what is happening with the BMX jumps and to which District Cllr Wilson provided an update on his liaison with the Forestry Commission.  Cllr Haynes advised the Parish Council would like to remove the fences and ask a local farmer to flatten the land.  District Cllr Wilson advised of the reasons the fencing could not come down due to insurance issues.  Action – District Cllr Wilson to liaise with the Forestry Commission again and inform the Parish Clerk of the contact.  Cllr Hodge confirmed that the Butley Baths matter had now been dealt with and the works carried out seemed to have improved the ongoing flooding issues.
