4.1 – County Cllr Andrew Reid 

A written report had been received and was circulated to all Councillors prior to the meeting.  County Cllr Reid provided  details regarding the hard work carried out by Suffolk Trading Standards.  The 
Chairman suggested the Trading Standards newsletter could be circulated to Town and Parish councils.  County Cllr Reid reported SCC’s Fire Service were no longer in collaboration with Cambridgeshire to which he gave details.  The Chairman thanked County Cllr Reid for his report and asked if he could assist with the ongoing issues with the Home to School transport between Sudbourne and Farlingaye High School.  The Chairman reported there were currently 6 children or more affected by this.  Action – Chairman to write to SCC and copy to County Cllr Reid.
The Chairman advised the criteria distance had also changed in respect of the Home to School transport from Sudbourne to Orford Primary School and it was deemed that Sudbourne was in walking distance to the school despite this being a dangerous road.

Finally, the Chairman thanked County Cllr Reid for his Locality Budget funding towards the 
refurbishment of the noticeboard.
